This 1965 Ford Shelby GT350R 1s the world’s most valuable
Mustang, and 1t’s headed to auction

Well-heeled car collectors will soon have
the chance to own a real piece of
automotive history.

A 1965 Ford Shelby GT350 Competition,
Shelby American's first Mustang built for
racing, is set to go under the hammer at
Mecum's auction running in Kissimmee,
Florida, from January 6-16.

Bearing chassis number SR002, this is the
same car raced by Ken Miles at Green
Valley Raceway in Smithfield, Texas,
back in 1965. It was the first time a
GT350 Competition, more commonly
known as the GT350R, was entered into a sanctioned race, in this case an SCCA event. And with Miles
bringing home the victory, it was also the first time a Shelby Mustang had won a race.

The event has been immortalized thanks to a photo capturing the car lifting off the ground at one point. This
earned it the famous Flying Mustang nickname.

Other noted drivers who spent time behind the wheel include Bob Bondurant, Chuck Cantwell, Peter Brock,
Jerry Titus, and of course Carroll Shelby.

This same car was sold at a Mecum auction only last year, where it fetched $3.85 million, making it the most
valuable Mustang in the world. The L - 7

The car was one of two GT350R &
prototypes built for 1965, the other
being chassis no. SR001. It was the
one presented to the FIA for
homologation for the SCCA B
Production class. It also happens to
be the second of all GT350s built by
Shelby.

Compared to the stock GT350, R models received new suspension tuning, a modified 289 cubic-inch
Ford V-8, an improved cooling system, fiberglass body panels, and Plexiglass windows. The interior
was also gutted for racing, and a full roll cage added to meet competition regulations. And as a
prototype, chassis no. SR002 was fitted with numerous parts that didn't make it onto the 34 GT350R
customer race cars Shelby built for 1965.

Shelby ended up selling the car for $4,000 in 1966 to Ford engineer Bill Clawson of Dearborn,
Michigan, who continued to race it for another year. It then traded hands several more times, including
to a customer in Mexico who raced the car some more before it ultimately ended up in the Shelby
American Museum in Boulder, Colorado.

It sat in the museum for 14 years until famous Shelby collector John Atzbach, the seller at the 2020
auction, acquired it in 2010 and had it restored to its original racing configuration as seen at Green
Valley. It isn't clear why the previous owner is keen to sell the car just a year after its purchase.

Preview: 2022 Ford Mustang dishes out the Special Editions

— The Ford Mustang enters the 2022 model year with
several new special editions, and not much else.

The lack of updates isn't surprising as the current
sixth-generation is entering its eighth year on the
market, and a successor boasting electrified
powertrains is thought to be coming as early as next
year.

Buyers looking to pull the trigger on a Mustang today
have multiple special-edition models to choose from,
including the Coastal Edition, Stealth
Edition, California Special, and Ice White Edition
Appearance Package. The flagship Mustang Shelby
GT500 also has its own Heritage Edition
special available for 2022.

.......

The special-edition models don't bring any extra
power. Rather, they group popular options and styling
upgrades, though with the Ice White Edition
Appearance Package (also available for the 2022
Mustang Mach-E) you get a unique white-on-white
color combination not available on any other Mustang.

Speaking of colors, there are also new hues to choose
from for 2022. The list includes Atlas Blue Metallic,
Cyber Orange Metallic Tri-Coat, Dark Matter Gray
Metallic, Eruption Green Metallic, Grabber Blue
Metallic, and Oil Slick Blue-Purple Metallic.

In the powertrain department, the base Mustang
EcoBoost runs a 2.3-liter turbocharged inline-4
delivering 310 hp. The Mustang GT sports a 5.0-liter
V-8 with 450 hp, down 10 hp from the previous year,
while the Mustang Shelby GT500 features a 5.2-liter
supercharged V-8 with a staggering 760 hp on tap.

There's also the Mustang Mach 1 that was added last
year to fill the void of the Mustang Shelby GT350 duo
and Mustang Bullitt. The Mach 1 is powered by the same 5.0-liter V-8 as the Mustang GT but with a 470-
hp rating. Like the Mustang GT, the Mach 1 packs 10 hp less than the previous year.

Depending on the model, buyers can choose between a 6-speed manual or 10-speed automatic.

Full pricing should be announced closer to the market launch in early 2022 but according to Cars Direct, the
2022 Mustang will list from $28,400, including destination.
